The top and bottom bars of the area allow police to observe if they
suspect illegal activities . These toilets are made of solid steel and cannot be damaged by a baseball bat or
destroyed by fire. However, there is no sink or tap water, there is only one tap on the outside control panel and
no mirror, as the mirror can be broken.
