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In addition, the team said that the experiment provided more important premise in the study of replacing the
damaged tendon fibers with artificial tendons made of nanotechnology. But the most important thing is how to
connect these artificial tendons to software, hardware, leg bones in the body. This experimental promise will
open a new era for future osteoarthritis implant applications.

Not only that, this small experiment will provide solid scientific foundation and premise, more important in
studying the methods of connecting artificial parts with hardware and software around the field of joint and
bone. .
