You can also follow your favorite pattern creators on Ribblr to keep up
with their latest projects.

However, one downside of Ribblr is that you cannot access a printable PDF file of a template since the platform
is eco-friendly and is trying to cut down on paper usage.

Sarah Maker, a craft website founded by a DIY enthusiast, is a great resource for finding arts and crafts ideas
and learning new skills. Here you can learn how to make your own blankets, clay jewelry, tie-dye clothing,
holiday decorations, friendship bracelets, face masks, and embroider beautiful patterns and badges.
