On the night of Mid-Autumn Festival, children around the neighborhood together pull bright
sparkling lamps to the courtyard to have fun.

To make a hard lamp, the workers take a lot of time and work from chopping up, slotting to making wheels,
pasting color paper . the name of the lamp he or monk also comes from the shape of it, the lampshade is shaped
like a monk's hat and when pulled away the lamp will turn like a tickle.

4. Lion head - The spiritual symbol of the Mid-Autumn Festival

Lion head is a Trung thu toy that has appeared for a long time, so far this game is still a lot of people love. The
unicorn heads were skillfully woven from bamboo sticks by the workers, outside were pasted with colorful paper
sheets. On the night of Mid-Autumn Festival, the village in the lower village was excited to invite each other to
the family to see lion dance and lion.

Every occasion of the Mid-Autumn Festival, the whole group of children went around the streets to beat drums
and lion dance with the concept of bringing more luck and happiness. No matter how modern life is, the
throbbing drum, vibrant lion dances are still the soul of the full moon festival. Today many lion heads are also



equipped with flashing lights to the eye to catch more eye.

5. Frog drum is a sound that is "mesmerizing" any of the 8x and 9x
generation children on every occasion of the Mid-Autumn Festival

The drum type contributes to the sound of 'busy', 'busy' parts that are familiar every Mid-Autumn Festival to the
place except the frog drum. The children of that day kept hearing the sound of frog drums on every occasion of
the Mid-Autumn Festival.
