3. Change the default browser on Android 5.1 Lollipop or less

If you own models running Android platforms from 5.1 or less, do the following:

Step 1: Access Settings> Applications (or Additional settings)> Application management.





Step 2:   Go to All apps > Default browser (or Browser )> Scroll down to select Clear data and Clear cache.





Step 3: When clicking on any link, check the Remember my choice box ( Remember my choice) and then select
the browser you want to use like Chrome or Flynx, .



Select your preferred browser as the default.
