Step 3:

Displays a table with items for you to set up with the items included.

1. Start options: Choose when the effect starts On Click, With Previous, After Previous animation.
2. Duration: The time it takes for the effect to complete.
3. Delay: The amount of time before the weather begins.
4. Repeat: Set the number of times the effect repeats or repeats until the end of the slide.
5. Triggers: Control when and how the effect starts (optional).

Here you will set up as follows:

1. Start: Select With Previous or After Previous.
2. Repeat: Select a number or select Until End of Slide to configure the repeat effect in your PowerPoint.



Finally click OK to save, the effect will repeat until the end of the slide.
