Displaying a list of applications available on Android, the user clicks on the Android System WebView
application to adjust it. Now we need to click Enable to activate the Android System WebView application on
the device.

Because it uses One UI, the operation to enable Android System WebView on Samsung Galaxy phones will be
slightly different.

We click on Settings then click on Apps to access the application on the phone. Now you click on the Android
System WebView application to customize it again. Finally, the user just needs to click Turn On to enable
