Instructions to remove Safari URL tracking information

Step 1:

First, go to Settings and then find the Safari application in the list below to adjust. Next, switch to the new
interface, click Advanced at the bottom of the interface.
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Step 2:

Switch to the new interface, here you will see Advanced Fingerprinting and Tracking Prevention settings ,
currently in the settings for Private Browsing, only active when we access the Safari web in private mode never
mind.





Step 3:

You click on this setting to change. Now we click on All browsing activities .







 

Then this intelligent tracking prevention mode will be applied when you browse the web on Safari, including
normal mode and incognito browsing mode.
