Step 1:

Tap on Settings and then select Safety and Emergency to proceed. Here you select Emergency Contacts to set
up.

Display the new interface, we click Add contact and then select a person in the contact list to contact that
person when needed.

Return to the emergency mode settings interface, click on the Emergency Location Services setting . Here we
also activate this location service to use when sending emergency location messages on the phone.
