If you still want
to check for updates automatically but when you decide to install it at any time, select Check for updates but
let me choose whether to download and install them .

Click OK to save setting changes. And from now on, our Windows system will no longer check for updates from
Microsoft. As mentioned above, Windows Update can make your computer more secure and secure, and will
cause some unexpected errors. So people consider carefully turning off or turning on this Windows Update
feature!
