Here you can select Location if needed , or skip it if you don't want to, then click Next below.





If you enable location services, you will be asked to allow Digital Wellbeing to always use your phone's
location.

After you have finished setting up collision warnings while walking on Android, you will see a notification
interface like the one shown in the image.
