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Step 3:

You will now see the document content extracted from the uploaded image.

 

Now you can copy the content into a
Docs document on your computer.

In case you are using Gemini on your phone, just tap on the 3 dots icon and select Open with Documents. You
will then see the Google Docs text displayed.
