Always bring slippers

carry them with you to your hotel or straight into your home.

Don't drink water on the plane

You need to stay hydrated when flying, but it's a good idea to bring your own water on board. While "airplane"
water is supposed to be safe, it's difficult to thoroughly clean water containers, so there's a lot of bacteria.
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This also applies to tea and coffee. So it's best to stick to bottled water, and abstain from other drinks. The only
thing allowed is ice. Simply because it can be delivered to the plane in a pre-made form. Although it's better not
to risk it — in some cases it's also made on the spot.

Bring a towel

If you want to use the air vents to provide yourself with fresh air during the flight, don't be lazy to wipe them
before turning them on. And it's best to wipe them with alcohol wipes instead of regular wipes.

Also, direct the air flow towards your thighs, not directly towards your face. This way, you will be away from
harmful dust and bacteria in the air. Remember that it is much easier to catch a cold on a plane than on the
ground, so it is best to take care of yourself.

In addition to cleaning the vents, be sure to wipe down the trays as well. Trays aren't always cleaned properly
between flights, and people do some pretty scary things to them.

For example, some parents use the tray to change their baby's diaper. And then, where do the "waste products"
go? Well, they will be put in the pocket on the back of the front seat, so don't forget to clean the tray.

 

But that's not all! Some passengers like to travel with their little dogs. And sometimes they don't put them on
their laps, but on the table in front of them. Can you imagine how many bacteria are on the surface of the food
tray?

Be careful with bags on the seats

If you forget something on a plane, chances are it's something you left in the seat back pocket in front of you.
Electronic devices, including laptops, tablets, and phones, are often left there.

People forget books and notebooks there too. Or maybe something a little more serious. Like passports. That's
why you should check your carry-on and all the most important things right before you leave the plane.



Be polite to airline staff

But if you are rude and constantly annoying, this will be recorded in your personal
account and you will not get any good treatment.

Choose a seat at the back of the plane



There's no doubt that choosing a seat at the front will get you off the plane faster at your destination. And you
won't have to worry as much about turbulence. However, if you choose a seat further back, you may get much
better service.

According to a flight attendant, some of them ignore requests from the front of the plane. Mainly because they
often lack many small things like pillows, earplugs, toothbrushes, etc. When they give them to the front rows,
they inadvertently show all the items to others, which can increase the demand of other passengers, even if they
do not need any of these items in the first place.
