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Speaking to Hurriyet Daily News, Aykut Cinaroglu, the head of the excavation and professor at Ankara
University, said that he and his research team had suddenly discovered an ancient secret tunnel at the site. The

settlement is estimated at 3,300 year s of age.

' Thisis a secret but extremely important archaeological site in the ancient Hittite settlement '. - Aykut Cinaroglu
said in a statement.

Alacahoyuk was known as the religious capital of the Hittites, ancient Anatolia around 1600 BC. And Aykut
Cinaroglu said that this tunnel is under the castle, can be extended and deep into the city. However, he and the
archaeological team only excavated 23 meters of this secret tunnel. And it is estimated that it will take a lot of
timeto fully excavate until the end of the tunnel.
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Previoudly, in this area, the group also found a cuneiform (an ancient religious scenario) that the ruling king
wrote an explanation for priests to do in royal ceremonies. And it isvery likely that this cellar could be the place
to hold or have a secret use function related to some royal religion. Earlier, afirst Hittite skeleton was also found
inthisarea. - Aykut Cinaroglu said in a statement.
