However, the words Happy Birthday only appears when you set the date of the Xbox 360 on December 25, then
perform solo tasks alone and press the control buttons on both sides.

The secret in Resident Evil 4

In chapters 5-4 of Resident Evil 4, if the player uses a sniper rifle, a man wearing a blue jacket mimicking
zombies will appear on the island. This small secret was revealed by Youtuber named SR212787 after 12 years
from the day Resident Evil 4 was born.
