According to the manufacturer, the EnduroSLC SSD has a DWPD (Drive Writes Per
Day) rating of 30 in 5 years. With such DWPD index, the user can freely write / delete data to the SSD without
worrying about errors.

5. SSD T-Force Cardea C440 Ceramic - SSD leads the way in design

T-Force is known as the most creative producer in Taiwan and the things they design always leave a big
impression. For SSD Cardea C440 Ceramic, manufacturer T-Force has used Ceramic material for heat
dissipation. If you look at the other manufacturers, who are still struggling with aluminum and copper heatsinks,
T-Force is one step ahead. Ceramic ceramics are known to be a premium material and they often appear in
supercars, the heat dissipation efficiency of ceramic is undisputed. With a ceramic heatsink, the T-Force Cardea
C440 achieves read / write speeds of 5000MB / s and 4400MB / s, respectively, especially that they're still very
cool.

6. Intel Optane SSD 905P - Best Performance Enhancement SSD

CPU platform, Optane will accelerate the read / write speed of the remaining hard drives and they are A handy
assistant for those who use multiple HDDs to store data.
