This name means that
all iMac hardware devices include only the screen, mouse, and keyboard. You no longer need a PC case to still
be able to use the computer. The ability to handle tasks on the iMac is not inferior to any other computer device
and it is improving day by day.
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When launched in 1998, the iMac was a fairly compact, powerfully configured desktop computer, providing
many convenient features on a high-resolution LCD screen, supporting 3 USB connection ports. , CD drive
integrated on the device.

In 2021, the latest version of the 24-inch iMac M1 makes the technology world admire with its extremely
youthful and luxurious design. iMac M1 still retains its thin, light, sophisticated design with 7 different
comfortable colors for users to choose from.

4. Mac Pro

Mac Pro is Apple's most professional and high-end line of desktop computers with PC cases. It is also known as
an extremely powerful workstation provided to the market by Apple.

In general, macOS is an operating system designed based on the features used on computers, keyboards and
mice. iOS was developed as an operating system for touch screens. iOS's application framework is UIKit while
MacOS uses AppKit.

Can the macOS operating system type in Vietnamese?

You can absolutely type Vietnamese on devices using the macOS operating system such as Macbook, iMac, etc.
To be able to type Vietnamese, go to the system settings, select the keyboard item, then add a percussion input.
Enter Vietnamese and the installation is complete.

How to take screenshots of macOS operating systems using keyboard shortcuts?

There are many different ways to take screenshots on devices using the macOS operating system.
First way, you can use the key combination Command + Shift + 3 to take a full screen capture.
Second way, if you want to capture part of the screen, you can press the key combination Command + Shift + 4
and then drag the mouse to select the area you want to capture.
